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WORKSHOP ON ECOBRICKS

Series of workshops on Eco Bricks were organized in Bal Suraksha Abhiyan Trust CCI under the initiative of District
Child Protection Unit, Kalimpong. Mr. Ashim Khawas from Kalimpong is the first GEA (Global Ecobrick Alliance)
remained as a trainer.

They were taught the step-by-step process of
ecobricking, to keep stuffing dry waste into plastic bottles with the help of sticks or rod.

The workshop also made children realise the importance of team work and they pledged to collect all the plastic
wrappers which they use because everyone has the tendency of throwing it once having chocolates or some edible
things.
